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USING THE AirPrint FUNCTION

This chapter provides instructions on how to print or fax documents with the AirPrint function.
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Before Using the AirPrint Function

AirPrint refers to a function to print or fax documents from a Macintosh computer or a device which runs iOS through an
AirPrint-enabled device that exists under the same subnetwork as that for such a computer or device. You do not need to
install a printer driver in your computer or device in advance.

M AirPrint requirements

0 OS X requirements

To print or fax a document from your Macintosh using AirPrint, you need the following:
* OS X Lion or later
* an AirPrint printer

To scan a document from your Macintosh using AirPrint, you need the following:
* OS X Yosemite or later
* an AirPrint scanner

QiOS requirements

To print a document from your iOS device using AirPrint, you need one of the following devices with the latest version of
iOS:

* iPhone 4s or later

e iPad 2 or later

¢ iPad Air and iPad mini (all models)

* iPod touch 5th generation

* If you want to use the Wireless LAN Module (optional), be sure to complete the wireless LAN settings in advance. For
more information about wireless LAN settings, refer to the Wireless LAN Connection Guide.

* In this equipment, the AirPrint function is supported only for the Infrastructure mode, not for the Ad hoc mode.

* The AirPrint function cannot be used in equipment in which the user authentication function has been enabled. For
more information about the user authentication function, refer to the TopAccess.

* Some black and white data may be handled as color data, depending on the specifications of the applications you use.

* The encrypted PDF files cannot be printed from a device with iOS installed.
